Leeds Castle (3 hour approx.)

Leeds Castle can ¢laim a continuous conne¢tion with America since the very
beginning of the 17th century.

* The castle is the ancestral home of Sir Thomas Culpeper, Governor of
Virginia 1677-83.

Another interesting connection between Virginia and Leeds Castle came
in the form of a sundial commissioned by Robert Fairfax in 1749. Visitors
can view the sundial on the main island which tells the time in Virginia. A
similar one was built in Belvoir, the principal Fairfax seat in Virginia, and
that sundial told the time at Leeds Castle.

Canterbury Cathedral

(2 hour approx.)

Canterbury Cathedral in Canterbury,
Kent, is one of the oldest and most
famous Christian §tructures in
England. It forms part of a World
Heritage Site. It is the cathedral

of the Arc¢hbishop of Canterbury,
leader of the Church of England and
symbolic leader of the worldwide
Anglican Communion. Thirteenth
century Ar¢hbishop of Canterbury,
Stephen Langton influenced the early
American colonists in the original
thirteen colonies and the formation
of the American Conftitution in 1787
whic¢h became supreme law in the new
republic of the United States.

Dover’s location on the southern tip of
Britain means that it has always played
a part in the defence of the nation.
